National Economic Overview
THE ECONOMY

• The Final GDP Growth estimate for 1Q12 was 2.0%, well 
below 4Q11 which came in at 3.0%.  The initial estimate 
for 2Q2012 is a very disappointing 1.5%.

• Absence of Consumer spending continues to weaken 
GDP growth, and the consumer is still reluctant to 
spend.

• Purchasing Managers Index numbers have moved below  
50% to 49.8% which forecasts no further growth in the 
manufacturing sector for this year.

• CPI (inflation) is relatively stable, which helps in the 
short term, however the outlook for the future is that 
the numbers are expected to go higher.
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National Economic Overview
THE ECONOMY & EMPLOYMENT

• The Annual Job formation rate is positive and reflects a 
substantial improvement since 2009.  However, the job 
growth rate has not reached a level where it will have 
any significant impact on the Unemployment Rate.

• Positive job growth has now appeared in 9 of the 11 job 
sectors, and many of these sectors are made up of home 
buyers.

• The Unemployment Rate, at 8.3%, is still way too high 
to have a positive impact on Consumer Confidence

• The Initial Unemployment Claims number has fallen to a 
level that suggests that jobs are much easier to replace 
than just two years ago.  This is a slightly positive sign 
for the economy.

The Bottom Line
• The U. S economy is flat and our expectations are that this 

condition will continue through most of 2012.

• The troubles in the EuroZone, our largest trading partner, 
could produce some rather severe headwinds for the U.S. 
economy  that could lead to a recession later this year.

• Politicians and economists are focusing their energies and 
attention on the supply of housing.  The primary focus must be 
on improving DEMAND by making mortgage money available 
to more Americans.  

• It is unlikely that there will be any significant improvement in
economic activity in the US until 6-9 months after the election 
in November of 2012.

• The presidential campaign will very likely continue to have a 
very negative impact on the Consumer Confidence numbers.
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• What are we saying this quarter?
• Job growth will be slow, but improving
• Unemployment rates remain high
• Government sector job loss stabilizing
• Starts and closing pace improving
• Inventory is depleting, resale capturing 

demand
• Finished Lot inventory shrinking
• Foreclosures and Short Sales continue to 

dominate resale market
